· The program pays costs for students during the first summer of enrollment, including travel, stipend and health insurance centrally until October 1st.

· Medical School training costs for MSTP-funded M.D./Ph.D. students are paid by extramural funds and ARE NOT charged to the mentor or intramural program. A fractional cost of additional administrative time is charged for MD/PHD students who are in the program for 6-8, rather than 4 years.
· Mentors of students holding Rhodes, Gates Cambridge, Gates International, Marshall Scholarships or Wellcome-NIH Studentships DO NOT pay the stipend, insurance or tuition costs during the first two years of training. Holders of NSF fellowships are paid in year 1-3 directly by the NSF and the NIH mentor’s lab is responsible for the stipend for year 4.  Churchill and Fulbright fellowships cover Year 1 costs only. The sponsoring institute pays lower central training costs to the IC for students holding these scholarships.

2 FAES Health Insurance: Usually paid by the NIH sponsoring lab. Even when students are in the UK, FAES health insurance needs to be provided if students do not have their own insurance or through a parent’s policy. http://www.faes.org/health_insurance.htm 

3 Costs for Tuition, College Fees, and Costs for Program Operations and Administration: Paid centrally by the program through collections from the IC Scientific Directors. Collections for those holding scholarships that pay for some of these items are lowered accordingly. The student’s sponsoring IC will be billed through an Interagency Agreement each year, based on the number and type of students enrolling in the IC over the previous 4 years. The central funding of students’ costs and the overall program budget are approved by the Scientific Directors each year.

4Travel: Amounts are recommended based on necessary U.S.-U.K. travel including travel to the annual Student Colloquium in addition to one conference per year.

The student’s sponsoring IC will receive an Interagency Agreement each year, based on the number and type of students enrolling in the IC over the previous 4 years, to cover these costs The central funding of students’ costs and the overall program budget are approved by the Scientific Directors each year.
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
